Likewise, participation in the sacraments without
sincere conversion of the heart, full acceptance of
the faith and of the principles of Christian morality
is also meaningless. From a pastoral perspective,
the primary action of evangelization is, logically,
considered to be preaching. From the perspective
of intentionality, however, the primary element of
evangelization must be celebration of the sacra-
ments, especially of Penance and the Blessed Eu-
charist. The integrity of the pastoral ministry of
priests in the service of new evangelization is to be
found, however, in a harmonious fusion of both of
these functions.
