The min-
isterial priest, by the sacred power he enjoys,
teaches and rules the priestly people; acting in
the person of Christ, he makes present the
Eucharistic sacrifice, and offers it to God in
the name of all the people. But the faithful, in
virtue of their royal priesthood, join in the
offering of the Eucharist. They likewise exer-
cise that priesthood in receiving the sacra-
ments, in prayer and thanksgiving, in the wit-
ness of a holy life, and by self-denial and
active charity. (Vatican II-Lumen Gentium 10)
