Rice serves as the liason to Bishop Richard
Malone for the Maine Catholic Charismatic
Renewal and has been a leader in the state
for may years.  Father has the gift of heal-
ing, discernment and knowledge.  All are
welcome.
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Since the priesthood is rooted in Christ,
it is by its nature in the Church and for
the Church. Indeed, the Christian faith
is not something purely spiritual and
internal, nor is our relationship with
Christ itself exclusively subjective and
private. Rather, it is a completely con-
crete and ecclesial relationship. At
times, the ministerial priesthood has a
constitutive relationship with the body
of Christ in his dual and inseparable
dimensions as Eucharist and a Church,
as Eucharistic body and Ecclesial body.
Therefore, our ministry is amoris offi-
cium (St. Augustine), it is the office of
the good Shepherd who offers his life
for his sheep (cf. Jn 10:14-15). In the
Eucharistic mystery, Christ gives him-
self ever anew, and it is precisely in the
Eucharist that we learn love of Christ,
hence, love for the Church.  I therefore
repeat with you, dear brothers in the
priesthood, the unforgettable words of
John Paul II: “Holy Mass is the abso-
lute centre of my life and of every day
of my life. (BenedictXVI - 5/13/2005).
