Corpus Christi
Cycle C

In the story about the feeding of the five thousand, it
is interesting to note that while the disciples saw the
need, their solution was to send the people home.
When Jesus asks why they don’t feed them, the
disciples ask if he was serious - they did not have
enough to feed everyone. How typical of our re-
sponse to the needs we see around us. We want the
government to take care of the problem. We may
even pray asking God to take care of it. What Jesus is
trying to teach us in this story is that we need to take
some action ourselves. We may not have much to
give and the problem may be greater than what we
can hope to resolve but there is always something
practical we can do. What is your response to the
needs you see?
