Modern America appears to be unique in its
honoring of fathers special day. The obser-
vance most similar to our Father’'s Day was
the ancient Roman Parentalia but this week
celebration was to honor the deceased fa-
thers. Father’s Day, for us, of course, is not
intended for honoring the dead. We may
pay a minor symbolic tribute by wearing a
white rose; but far fewer of these are seen
than white carnations at Mother’s Day.
Senator Margaret Chase Smith proposed to
Congress: “Either we honor both our par-
ents, mother and father, or let us desist from
honoring either one. But to single out just
one of our two parents and omit the other is
the most grievous insult imaginable.” In
1972 Father's Day was established perma-
nently by President Nixon.

Pope Gregory the Great's exhortation to his prjests
is still relevant: “The Pastor must be purg in
thought, exemplary in his actions, discreet in] his
silence and useful in his words. He should be ¢lose
to all in his compassion and, above all, dedicatg¢d to
contemplation. He should be the humble ally of all
who do good. In justice, he should be inflex{bly
opposed to the vice of sinners. He should nejther
neglect the interior life through exterior preoccypa-
tions nor omit provision of exterior needs throfigh
solicitude for interior good.”
