Today’s Gospel recounts the story of a Canaanite
woman who asks Jesus to help her daughter  who was
possessed by a demon. Although Jesus ignores her,
she keeps after him and in the end her faith is
rewarded. It is easy to think that our time and energy
should be devoted to those in our own community
and ignore the needs of others.
