Famed poet and author Maya Angelo put it this way, ñA bird doesnôt sing because it 
has an answer, it sings because it has a songò. 
 That might well be said of the nearly 20 youngsters who recently lent their lyrical 
voices and their boundless energies to the production of the latest St. Martin to Toursô 
CD, the Childrenôs Choir CD ñWe Will Rise.ò 
 This latest CD captures for repeat listening the enthusiastic voices the youthful 
choir members use when they perform often at St. Martinôs Saturday evening Masses. 
Their most recent appearance was at St. Martinôs Christmas Eve Mass when they join 
with other youngsters of the church to participate in a Christmas Eve Pageant depicting 
the birth of Christ. This event, both dramatic and musical, left parishioners wishing for 
more. 
 ñThis group of kids is so talented,ò declares Jude Ippoliti, St. Martinôs music 
director. Some day he would like, Ippoliti says, to involve youngsters from East 
Millinocket and Benedicta in the childrenôs music ministry and future CDs. For they, too, 
are musically talented, he says.

The 
remaining songs were written by Ippoliti who has been musically involved since the day 
he picked up his first guitar as a fourth grader.
