The Churchôs mission is not an addition to that of Christ and the Holy 
Spirit, but is its sacrament: in her whole being and in all her members, the 
Church is sent to announce, bear witness, make present, and spread the 
mystery of the communion of the Holy Trinity. This sacramental dimension 
of the whole mission of the Church springs from her very nature as a 
reality which is <both human and divine, visible yet endowed with invisible 
realities, zealous in action and dedicated to contemplation, present in the 
world but as a pilgrim>. In the context of the Church as <universal 
sacrament of salvation>, in which Christ <manifests and actualizes the 
mystery of Godôs love for men>, the sacraments, privileged moments in 
communicating the divine life to man, are at the very core of priestly 
ministry. Priests are especially conscious of being living instruments of 
Christ, the Priest. Their function, in virtue of sacramental character, is that 
of men complying with the action of God through shared instrumental 
effectiveness. (Pope John Paul II, ñTHE PRIEST AND THE THIRD 
CHRISTIAN MILLENNIUM, 1999)

Famed poet and author Maya Angelo put it this way, ñA bird doesnôt sing because it 
has an answer, it sings because it has a songò. 
 That might well be said of the nearly 20 youngsters who recently lent their lyrical 
voices and their boundless energies to the production of the latest St. Martin to Toursô 
CD, the Childrenôs Choir CD ñWe Will Rise.ò 

Jude Ippoliti estimates approximately 50 hours were involved in producing the 
CD with the youngsters coming in small groups to his home studio to perform the 
various songs. The music director describes the youngsters as being easy to work with 
ñéand they liked doing it,ò he adds. 
 Donna Picard, acknowledged originator of the childrenôs choir, often came along 
with the youths to the recording sessions, spending lots and lots of hours with the 
children, Ippoliti says. ñShe is like a mother to them all,ò Ippoliti notes.  
 Rev. Joel Cyr, pastor of Christ the Divine Mercy Parish (St. Martin of Tours 
Church and St. Peterôs Church), himself a music liker, was among the sponsors who 
made the CD possible, according to Ippoliti. He was open to the idea of the CD and 
views the end result of the projectòéas outreachò, says Ippoliti of the pastor. 
 Perhaps copies of the CD will be sent to the Bishopôs office, Ippoliti speculates. 
 The Childrenô Choir CD evolved out of another CD produced in 2007 with the 
assistance of Ippoliti. That featured the churchôs 29-voice Family Choir singing 15 
songs, some of which were composed by Ippoliti. That well-received CD sparked 
interest in producing a childrenôs CD, Ippoliti explains. 
 The Childrenôs Choir CD is available for purchase at St. Martinôs Gift Shop, the 
Pangburn Family IGA, Levasseurôs Hardware Store, St. Martinôs Thrift Store and several 
outlets in East Millinocket and Benedicta. 
 Although Ippoliti holds a degree in English from the University of Maine at 
Farmington, and is a former school teacher, his avocation has been and is music. From 
high school days when he formed his own band, to college days when he played with a 
band, to his association with well known local musician Ray Pasanan, to his 
involvement with his churchôs music ministry, music has played a big part in his life. 
Over the years, Ippoliti has composed many songs and produced many cassette 
recordings, plus CDs, a labor of love performed in his carefully assembled home 
recording studio.
