THRIFT STORE UPDATE

MILLINOCKET - In today's throw-away society, the average American discards
67.9 pounds of used clothing annually even though 95 percent of used clothing is
reusable/recyclable. That means millions of tons of used clothing end up in
landfills.

If that sounds ominous, the back story related to these statistics is startling: to create
something as simple as a T-shirt requires 400 gallons of water - from cotton ball to shelf;
manufacturing a pair of blue jeans uses 1,800 gallons of water - 200 gallons more if stone
washed. Add to those the cost of electricity, petroleum and manpower and throwing away
clothing becomes an expensive proposition.

Volunteers at the St. Martin's Thrift Shop, keenly aware of society's penchant for
discarding clothing, are declaring 2010 as their "green year" and are encouraging people to
"reduce, reuse, recycle".

To stimulate "green" participation and meet customer demand, volunteers at the non-
denominational, non profit thrift shop, have enlarged and expanded the store's efforts. As a
result, volunteers are now operating two well organized floors at 112 Maine Ave., Millinocket,
floors stocked with gently used merchandise - from ear rings, to gowns, to shoes, to furniture, to
holiday items, to new gift items, and much more.

"Resale is the ultimate in recycling,” observes Jayne Jones, store manager. Jones is
encouraging generous donors to continue to contribute goods to the store and for all people of
the area, regardless of income levels, to take advantage of the store so "...we won't be 'dressing
up' landfills."

However, the store's overall focus continues to be serving the disadvantaged, the at risk
and the poor of the area, offering clothing and small housewares at affordable prices. In
addition, proceeds from the store help to support the St. Martin's Food Pantry and Emergency
Fuel Fund, both of which are open to eligible persons regardless of religious affiliation or non-
affiliation.

The store also steps in when catastrophe strikes a family, such as a fire, offering clothing
and household donations to help a family get back onto its feet. In addition, the store, mindful of
teachers' concerns about children arriving at school with no hats or gloves, thin winter coats and
skimpy clothing, helps out with that area of concern.

The volunteers also are giving like-new children's books to the food pantry for
distribution to parents who take advantage of the pantry. Volunteers are doing this because they
recognize "...reading feeds a child's mind."

Last month the volunteers expanded their outreach. In a special, one-time effort
volunteers challenged parishioners at Christ The Divine Mercy Parish (St. Peter's and St.
Martin's) to contribute generously to a church collection to help the earthquake devastated
nation of Haiti. And so parishioners did, to the tune of $4,292.30. In turn, thrift store volunteers,
having pledged to match by half the sum collected, donated an additional $2,146.15 to the Haiti
relief effort using store proceeds. That means between the collection and the thrift store
challenge, $6,438.45 was raised for Haiti relief efforts.

The stigma once attached to shopping at thrift stores no longer exists. The American
Research Group estimates 16 percent of Americans shop at thrift stores every year. By
comparison, 11.4 percent of Americans shop at factory outlets/malls, 19.6 in apparel stores and
21.3 percent in major department stores.  There are approximately 25,000 thrift stores across
the U.S. Reportedly, thrift shop sales increased by 35 percent in 2009. Thrift stores have
become a multi-million dollar business, according to the 1,000-member National Association of
Resale and Thrift Shops, which says 63 percent of its members are seeing a higher volume of
donations.

Increased donations and increased sales help to divert used clothing away from landfills.
This impact, while small, affects both the State of Maine and the Katahdin area whose recycling
rates, according to the Maine Waste Management Office, are below the state target of 50
percent. Maine's recycle rate is 29.5 percent, Millinocket's 35.75 percent and the Katahdin area
25.36 percent.

St. Martin's Thrift Store hours are: Tuesdays and Wednesdays 10 a.m. to 2 p.m.,
Thursdays from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. The store periodically holds Saturday sales.
