Easter Duty: In the dioceses of the United States, the obligation to receive Holy Communion 

at least once a year may be satisfied from the First Sunday of Lent (February 20/21) to Trinity 
Sunday (May 29/30). For a just cause, the Easter duty may be fulfilled at some other time of the 
year (canon 920). 

Lent: Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 17, 2010 and goes until the evening Mass of 

the Lordôs Supper on Holy Thursday, April 1, 2010. 

Fast & Abstinence ï Ash Wednesday and Good Friday (April 2, 2010) are days of fast and 

abstinence (from meat) in the universal church. Every Friday of Lent is a day of abstinence 
(from meat) in the church in the United States. The law of abstinence binds Catholics aged 14 
and older. Catholics aged 18 and over, until the beginning of the 60th year (through age 59) are 
bound by the law of fasting (canon 1252).
