The doors are shuttered. The little church stands by the side of the road in a
lonely pose, stained glass windows gone and empty pews silent withesses to gathering
dust.

Sherman's 75-year-old St. Joseph Church is no more, the victim of a shrinking
congregation and declining revenues. Today only a handful of former parishioners is
left, most of whom are elderly and don't travel too far from home.

But, the church's memory lives on at St. Martin of Tours Church in Millinocket. An
important artifact from St. Joseph's now hangs in the main window of St. Martin's gift
shop

On prominent display at the gift shop is an impressive, multi-colored, stained
glass hanging. This piece of memorabilia was originally part of the stained glass
windows in the entry way to St. Joseph's Church.

The final Mass that marked the demise of that mission church, a demise which
resulted in the stained glass piece eventually going to Millinocket, was celebrated three
years ago by Rev. Joel Cyr on the feast of St. Joseph, Jan. 7, 2007.

The stain glass piece was given to St. Martin's by Jane Cummings, secretary at
St. Benedict Church, the church which parishioners attended when St. Joseph's closed.
Soon a plaque will be affixed to the piece taking note of the origin of the stained glass
piece.

All but three of the large windows at St. Joseph's went back to the families who
donated them. Of the three remaining stained glass windows, one is in the chapel of St.
Benedict's parish center, the other two in the sacristy of the church.

Preparatory to its hanging, the stained glass donation was expertly refurbished
by Frank Howard and then professionally framed for hanging by Ronald Dubois, son-in-
law to Bea Charette, the woman who operates St. Martin's Gift Shop. All three are
members of St. Martin's Church of the Christ the Divine Parish.

Parishioners have commented favorably on the stained glass hanging, according
to be Charette.

The gift shop, located in the outer lobby of the church, is small, tucked away in
the entryway to the church, but its many shelves are packed with hundreds of items
suitable for almost any religious occasion. Although the gift shop is often overlooked
inadvertently as parishioners rush in or out of church, First Communion can be a busy
time for the shop.

Gifts range in prices from as low as 10 cents to $50 (i.e. a family Bible). A broad
range of holy pictures, cards, confirmation gifts missals, Bibles, statutes, rosaries and
books of all kinds are available, with rosaries and missals among the best sellers.
Currently monies earned are used to replenish stock, but Charette eventually hopes to
contribute any profits to the Catholic Foundation, ultimately a benefit to St. Martin's.

The gift store is open 9 a.m. to 11 a.m. on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and
Thursdays and often before and after weekend Masses.

Charette, who has been associated with the gift shop for nearly a decade,
contributes her time to this ministry "...for the church”, she says. While she doesn't know
actually how to explain why she does it, she sums up her feelings by saying she does it
because "...of her love for the church".
