The ministerial Priesthood was born at the Last Supper, 
together with the Eucharist, as my Venerable Predecessor John Paul II so 
frequently emphasized. ñAll the more then must the life of a priest be ñshaped by 
the Eucharistò (Letter to Priests for Holy Thursday 2005, n.

In the first place, the devout, daily celebration of Holy Mass, the centre of the life 
and mission of every priest, contributes to this goal.

× Fr. Abednago Vargas Rodriquez (Diocese of Yopal, Columbia) ï 

Faculties previously granted by the Diocese of Charleston have been 
suspended 

× Fr. Emil Cook, OFM Conv., & ñAPUFRAMô ï Fr. Cook and the ministries 
to which he is related (APUFRAM and APUFRAM International) have not 
adequately met the safe environment programs as required by the 
Conventual Franciscan Friars. Therefore, they do not endorse any of their 
fundraising efforts. 

× Fr. John Sillup (Diocese of Frejus-Toulon, France) ï Fr. Sillup is a citizen 
of the United States and had been studying in Washington, DC, with his 
dioceseôs permission. Because of formal complaints against him, the 
diocese directed him to suspend his studies, return to his diocese, and 
respond to an investigation. In addition, the Diocese of Steubenville has 
revoked its prior permission and the faculties necessary for Fr. Sillup to 
exercise limited ministry in that diocese.
