This "Spring Fling" open house and sale will run from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and will
feature a complete restock of spring merchandise on all two floors, ranging from gently
used clothing for the entire family to knickknacks, to new gifts, to furniture, to Easter and
St. Patrick's Day items, to jewelry, to wedding and prom gowns, to accessories and
much more.

This Saturday opening is only the third time in the recent history of the non-profit,
non-denominational store that St. Martin's Thrift Store has scheduled a Saturday
opening. This is being done to accommodate customers whose work schedules prevent
them from shopping during the store's normal business hours (Tuesdays-Wednesdays
10-2 and Thursdays 10-3).

The thrift store’s more than 20 volunteers will be on hand all day to assist
customers and to help facilitate the sales process.

Proceeds from the store help to support the non-denominational St. Martin's
Food Pantry and Emergency Fuel Fund. The pantry served 104 families (996 persons)
in 2009, dispensing 10,080 pounds of food valued at $15,120. The fuel fund assisted 45
families with their heating needs, giving out $8,386 worth of fuel.

The store draws customers of all income levels from such divergent areas as
Houlton, Howland, Sherman, Patten, Dover-Foxcroft and the tri-town area. In addition to
helping poor and disadvantaged individuals stretch their budget dollars, the store helps
the communities to grow greener by diverting clothing, etc., away from landfills. That
becomes very important in today's throw-away society given that the average American
discards 67.9 pounds of used clothing annually even though 95 percent of used clothing
is reusable/recyclable.
