YEAR FOR PRIESTS 2009 ~ JUNE 19 ~ 2010 
 

 
Just as during the Pauline Year our constant reference point was St. Paul, so in 
this Year For Priests we look in the first place to St. John Mary Vianney, the Holy 
Cure dôArs, recalling the 150th anniversary of his death. In the Letter I wrote to 
priests on this occasion, I wished to underline what shines brightest in the life of 
this humble minister of the altar: his ñcomplete identificationé with his ministryò. 
He used to like to say that ña good shepherd, a pastor after Godôs heart, is the 
greatest treasure which the good Lord can grant to a parish, and one of the most 
precious gifts of divine mercyò, and, almost not managing to understand the 
greatness of the gift and task entrusted to a poor human creature, he would sigh: 
ñO, how great is the priest! é If her realized what he is, he would dieé God obeys 
him: he utters a few words and the Lord descentds from heaven at his voice, to be 
contained within a small hostò.
