Dear Parishioners: 

 Since January, Christ the Divine Mercy Parish began working with other parishes 

throughout the state on a new project for the future that will benefit not only our parish, but our 

whole diocese as well.  This project will give us much greater security for our future, and 

provide a sense of hope to many of us.  By the end of June, every parish in Maine will have 

participated.  There are five components to this campaign, all of which I strongly support.  

1. Getting the Message of Jesus Out!  The diocese is establishing a Catholic radio 

network for Maine, with a series of FM stations from Madawaska to Scarborough.  This 

will help us reach many, many inactive Catholics and others who are curious about the 

faith.  Only about half of the Catholics in Maine receive Harvest magazine due to lack 

of funds.  We would like ALL the Catholics in Maine to read the Good News and pass it 

on to others.  It would be wonderful if our young people could attend diocesan youth 

ministry events free of charge, and to have money to pay for the further education 

training of our lay people in religious education and youth ministry.  An endowment 

fund for these purposes would benefit our parish greatly in the future. 

2.  

3. Support of Seminarians and Retired Priests:  For the last 50 years, an endowment 

fund has paid for the education of seminarians.  That fund can provide for the seven 

seminarians we currently have but it will not be able to provide for the additional four or 

five seminarians we will have next year.  We have to increase that endowment so that we 

can pay the cost of educating the seminarians God sends us.  Currently the pension and 

health programs for the priests operate with an $11 million unfunded liability for the 

current and past service of the 120 diocesan priests.  Pension and health insurance 

premiums paid by parishes will climb dramatically as the number of retired priests 

exceeds the number of active priests, if we don’t fund at least a portion of the health care 

and pension costs through endowment.  

 

3. Tuition Assistance for Families with Children in Catholic Schools: The biggest 

obstacle to enrolling children in Catholic schools is cost.  All the schools provide some 

financial aid to help parents with tuition.  The diocese wants to dedicate nearly $6 million 

to an endowment fund for tuition assistance.   

 

4. Catholic Charities Maine:  Over 90% of the revenue to Catholic Charities Maine comes 

from contracts with the State or Federal government for services to clients. That means 

that Catholic Charities Maine is often in the position of providing the services that the 

government is willing to pay for, and can’t provide the services it really wants to offer if 

the government isn’t willing to pay for it.  That is not a good witness to the people of our 

state.  A larger endowment for Catholic Charities would mean it could be more 

independent of the government and reflect more closely the priorities of the Church in 

serving the poor and the needy among us.  



 

5. Christ the Divine Mercy Parish: Twenty-five per cent (25%) of all of the monies we 

will raise as part of our participation in this diocesan capital campaign will return to 

Christ the Divine Mercy Parish.  Establishing perpetual endowment funds for Christ the 

Divine Mercy will allow us to use income to address the following: 

 

a. These are: Capital Improvements: Our Eucharistic sites are in good condition 

because we have taken care of them, but there are always physical needs that need 

attention and those costs increase over time, such as roof repairs, parking lot 

maintenance, etc. 

 

b. Pastoral Formation: Pastoral care focuses on five areas: 1) family life, 2) charity 

and justice, 3) worship and spirituality, 4) stewardship and church life, and 5) life-ling 

faith formation. To thrive, we must focus on providing meaningful, vibrant ministries 

that support the faithful of our community, and also guide the next generation of our 

faith. We also want to explore options to improve vocations in our area that will help 

inspire young men to consider God’s call. 

 

 Our Goal here at Christ the Divine Mercy is $530,000.  The parish receives 25 cents of 

every dollar raised.  So, if we reach our goal, approximately $133,000 would come back to 

Christ the Divine Mercy.  I am happy to report that over the past several weeks, Deacon Dan and 

me have met with over 100 families from Christ the Divine Mercy.  Of these, 40 families have 

already made commitments to this campaign that equal $235,000!  That is very generous! It 

represents 45% of our goal! It gives me great optimism that this campaign will inspire and fill 

with hope the rest of our parishioners.  Our members are stretching in their giving and all that 

have participated are giving at the sacrificial levels necessary to secure the capital essential to 

Strengthen the Heartbeat of our Church.  Over the next couple of weeks you will be contacted 

by mail or phone by a committee member.  We are hoping to contact as many parishioners as 

possible to give everyone time to ask questions and learn more about how you can help the 

effort.  If you receive a call from a fellow parishioner, please welcome the call as they are one of 

my personal representatives. 

 This campaign has been going on across the diocese for almost a year and a half.  The 

overall diocesan goal is $40 million.  I’m thrilled to report that as of this week, more than $38.5 

million has been raised through gifts and pledges from more than 9,000 Catholic families across 

the diocese.  It is my hope that our parish can achieve its goal and, in turn, bring the diocese to 

the doorstep of or even cross over the $40 million mark.  I hope you are as excited as I at how 

well the Campaign is going and the opportunities that a successful campaign will provide for our 

future.  Please consider making a sacrificial gift either in the form of a pledge over five years, or 

a deferred gift through your will or other planned giving method.  We will be providing you 

more information about both ways of participating in the weeks ahead. 

 Thank you once again for the many ways you continually support the parish and its 

mission through your time, talents, and treasure.  I am very grateful.

MILLINOCKET - More than 70 persons turned out recently at St. Martin's Church in 
Millinocket for a critique of the recently concluded three-year Disciples in Mission 
Program held at three local worship sites, St. Benedict, St. Martin's and St. Peter's. Also 
discussed were the types of actions that should be taken as appropriate follow ups to 
the three-year program. 
 The Disciples in Mission Program is a pastoral process that integrates the 
Sunday liturgies with small faith sharing groups, plus follow up activities to produce a 
coordinated parish-wide experience of evangelization. 
 A principle aim of the three-year program was to help Catholics get in touch with 
the depth of their faith and to help them feel comfortable enough to share their faith with 
others who are searching for a religious home or looking to reactivate their Catholic 
faith.  
 Since 1996 3,600 parishes in the U.S. have participated in the program. That 
translates into more than 4,500,000 persons having taken part in the Disciples in 
Mission program. 
 The  three aims of the program were: a call to holiness, a call to welcome all 
people, and a call to transform the world in Christ, Mary Lou Corriveau of Millinocket, 
explained to the gathering. Corriveau served as member of the program's parish 
leadership team and was prayer coordinator. 
 The question she posed was "How do we keep going after Disciples in Mission, 
beyond the three years?" She noted, "We're all called to serve." 
 Among some of the ideas she and others proposed included a number of new 
ministries, such as: a support group for military personnel or relatives, a support group 
for displaced workers, an expansion of the greeters program, expanding the Eucharistic 
Ministers program, getting together with other churches in the area to discern needs 
and to work together, a food ministry, home visitations, an expanded outreach to the 
nursing home, a support group for widowed, divorced and separated individuals, plus 
expanding existing ministries. 
 Several attendees emphasized the need for all worship sites to make widely 
known what is taking place at their particular sites. Others said there is a need for those 
who took part in the three-year program to step up and use their treasures and talents 
at committee and commission levels. Others stressed that many parishioners are 
unaware of what the needs are within their own worship sites. 
 One of today's realities, cautioned Rev. Joel Cyr, is that Maine is the four most 
irreligious state in the U.S. Rev. Cyr is pastor of Christ the Divine Mercy Parish and St. 
Benedict's. 
 He reminded listeners that the mission of the church is to evangelize. 
Evangelization, he said, mean membership. "Our faith depends on bodies," he added. 
"We - all churches - need to build up the body of faith," Rev. Cyr emphasized.  
 Fr. Cyr had other strong words for listeners, cautioning that "If we lose our Mass, 
we lose our identity - our identity is our Mass." He warned "Our window of salvation is 
closing in on ourselves. He also observed, "We have watered down our faith - we're 
afraid to offend." 
 "Where will we be in five years?" he wanted to know and called upon 
parishioners to exercise stewardship at the parishioner level and called upon 
parishioners to use their "...time, talents and treasure". He also stressed that quantity 
and quality need to come together.
