Sixth Month Anniversary of the earthquake in Haiti 

Your Support is Touching Lives

Six months ago the earth shook in Haiti for 35 seconds. Thirty five seconds that ended so many lives and 
changed many more. Let me share with you a story that is very typical of life in Haiti over the last six 
months.  
 Elucienne Lampi was at her street stall selling goods when the quake hit. She ran home to find 
that the house next door had collapsed onto hers, bringing down the roof. Luckily, everyone was okay. 
Since then, Elucienne, her three daughters and three grandchildren have been living at one of the

It is 
hot under the tarps and, unless it rains, everyone is outside by 8 a.m. In the early days, there was no 
bathroom so people were forced to go behind trees. Neither was there a supply of clean water.

Vital work 
gets done, those in need like Elucienne earn an income and cash is put into the local economy.

These are designed both to provide 
income to vulnerable people and benefit communities. Since the quake hit, CRS has installed over 600

camp. We now supply an estimated 375,000 gallons of clean water every month.  
 
CRS has provided emergency shelter materials to more than 114,000 people, including the shelters at

The huge outpouring of support from Catholics and others of good faith in the U.S. has enabled CRS to 
bring lifegiving aid to hundreds of thousands of people over the last six months. But if we are to build 
back a better Haiti, much more needs to be done. 
 
There are some 1.6 million people like Elucienne and her family living in camps, and another 400,000 are 
living with extended family or friends. Over 1,300 schools and 50 health care facilities were completely 
destroyed and more are significantly damaged. The level of destruction is extraordinary. The debris 
alone would fill 8,000 Olympic swimming pools. The Interπ!ƳŜǊƛŎŀƴ 5ŜǾŜƭƻǇƳŜƴǘ .ŀƴƪ ŜǎǘƛƳŀǘŜǎ ǘƘŀǘ 
the earthquake that hit Haiti has had the largest proportional impact that any country has ever 
experienced. 
 
 



 

Haiti Continued: 
 
The challenges in rebuilding Haiti are enormous, but we are making a start. EluciennŜΩǎ ǘŀǊǇ ǎƘŜƭǘŜǊ 
offers limited privacy and protection from the elements. CRS is poised to roll out 8,000 transitional 
shelters ς tough wooden prefabricated homes built on a strong foundation ς as secure accommodation 
for families until they can return to real houses. For many (PortπŀǳπtǊƛƴŎŜ ƘŀŘ ǘŜǊǊƛōƭŜ ƘƻǳǎƛƴƎ ǇǊƻōƭŜƳǎ 
even before the quake), this will mean a decent roof over their head for the first time.
